To be a Certified Master Gardener in the Atlantic Provinces

In addition to completing the Master Gardener Training Program at NSAC you must do:

     1.      25 hours volunteer service in a year, (July1st to June 30th) of which a minimum of 8hours must be in educational service. You must have any projects you carry out approved by the Atlantic Master Gardener Association volunteer coordinator in order to have the hours credited toward your certification. Hours are submitted on-line using the form provided.

Attend Master Gardener Summer School at NSAC or at any other location. (You may decide to take a holiday in the USA or Ontario and take in a summer school session while you’re at it)

Take an additional training module, either on-line or in a classroom.

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You may fill out time sheets throughout the year.  A permanent record will be kept of all of your credit hours. Your certification eligibility is determined by the Association, and presented by the Nova Scotia Agricultural College.

June 30th  will be the dead line date for each year, as your hours will be sent to
The volunteer coordinator for certification. 
Master Gardener diplomas and certifications will be handed out at the AGM held at the Master Gardener Summer School in July of each year at NSAC.

Please ensure you have your hours submitted by the deadline if you intend to graduate July 2009, and intend to become a certified Master Gardener at the same time.
